After the first 1,000 miles (and every 5,000 thereafter) wheel bearings should be checked, repacked,
and brakes adjusted.

Check the trailer coupler and make sure the proper size ball is being used. 2-5/16” couplers
are standard on Mustang Trailer Tag and Gooseneck trailers.

Check the trailer brakes regularly. If the brakes lock up, an adjustment is required.
Make sure the electrical plug is properly connected.

Firmly attach the breakaway cable and safety chains to the tow vehicle.

Regularly check the fluid level and the charge of the trailer battery.

Lights should be checked for possible failure every time you hook up.

The load in your trailer should be evenly distributed.

All access gates should be checked for closure.

Check trailer tires for proper air pressure.

Check wheel nuts for proper torque.

Keeping your trailer clean inside & out will extend the life of your trailer considerably.

Service your trailer regularly.
